Controller’s Report.

He stated
we set the minimum. He stated the loss prevention grant has been applied for. He stated the opioid
litigation team has sent forms and they are labor intensive. He stated Duke has been sold to Apollo.
He stated Iron Mountain stated the property must be accessed. He explained the error in the closed
session meetings and stated the minutes will be available to the public.
