COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE MEETING


AUGUST 3, 2009


CORRECTIONAL CENTER CONFERENCE ROOM

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Wender at 6:30 P.M.

Roll Call was taken by County Clerk Dolly Cook and a quorum was present.

Present: Chairman Wender, Vice Chairman Smith and Commissioners Degenaer Jr., Martin and Stevens. (5)

Also Present: County Clerk Dolly Cook, Controller Kay Pascoe and Sheriff Scott Celello

3. Citizens’ Time

Chairman Wender opened the floor to Citizens’ Time and there was no participation.

4. Items Before the Committee:

1. Discussion concerning prescription costs for inmates.

There was a handout concerning the costs which is on file in the County Clerk’s Office. 

Controller Pascoe explained some options that may happen concerning where the drugs will be purchased and that they may cost less. Sheriff Celello stated the service has been good. Pascoe stated we are looking at a $33,000 deficit.  It was the consensus of the Board to send the list of prescriptions purchased through July to The Drug Store, without the prices, and have them price the list and see if they are less expensive.  This will be discussed again at a later date. 

2. Consider a proposal from Blomquist & Associates for engineering services for the Correctional Center HVAC project.

Controller Pascoe stated we do need engineered specs for the HVAC project.  It was the consensus  of the Board to seek quotes for the engineering part of this project as soon as possible and  Pascoe would call  Dickinson County Engineering Firms.

3. Discussion concerning Retirees Medical Reserve Fund.

A decision had to made on where to invest the Retirees Medical Care Reserve Fund into a Irrevocable Trust Fund.  It was the consensus of the Board to form a committee of Commissioners  Smith and Stevens, Controller Pascoe and Treasurer Tarsi.  It was also the consensus of the Board to invest locally, if possible.

4. Discussion relative to TIFA 

Chairman Wender stated he would like to see some of the TIFA money put in the Retirees Medical Reserve Fund. Pascoe stated some of the money will have to go to the HVAC project 

at the Sheriff’s Department. She stated we will have to wait and see what the bids will be. 

5. Discussion concerning a budget amendment to reinstate TRICO”s appropriation.

Controller Pascoe stated this money can come from the line item Deferred Compensation. She stated she budgeted $18,000 and this year not that many people are taking Deferred Comp instead of insurance and there will be an excess of approximately $13,000 of which the Trico money of $4,500 can come from this line item.  Commissioner Smith stated this money will be matched by  State and Federal funds to equal  $16,666.00, which they need.  It was the consensus of the Board to recommend to the Board at the next regular meeting to give Trico the amount of $4,500, their original request. 

6. Set a date for a Park Tour. 

It was the consensus of the Board to set the date for the Parks Tour on Friday, August 14, 2009 at 8:00 a.m. starting at Lake Antoine.

7. Discuss availability of additions and changes prior to the regular meetings.

It was the consensus of the Board to make available to the public any changes or additions to the agenda by 6:15 P.M. in the Controllers Office on the evenings of the regular meetings. 

8. County Controller/Administrative Evaluation

Controller/Administrator Kay Pascoe was given a positive evaluation.

5.Other Business:

Commissioner Degenaer Jr. stated without the help of the City of Norway and their donating all their labor at the fairgrounds, this could not have been done. He thanked them.

6. Citizens’ Time

Chairman Wender opened the floor to Citizens’ Time and there was no other participation.

7. Motion by Commissioner Stevens, supported by Commissioner Martin to adjourn, subject to the call of the Chairman at 8:00 P.M.  All Ayes, Motion Carried.
