Controller’s Report.

Controller Pugh stated the Treasurer asked her to clarify some things about the Land
Bank. She stated we do not have to establish a land bank to have local auctions. She
stated the Treasurer would have to opt-in to the Tax Reversion Foreclosure Process in
order to have auctions locally.

She stated even with the current opt-out situation, the City can acquire properties before
they go to auction. She further stated they have “first right of refusal” and if the property
is not sold at the 1% or 2" auction, the City has another opportunity to acquire the
property as they have “second right of refusal.” She stated this would enable the City to
clean up blighted properties.

She went on to say foreclosed properties are not purchased by residents — but by
individuals “outside” and “properties end up going back through the same process over
again.”

She stated our Treasurers records show in Iron Mountain, nine parcels were foreclosed
this year, only one of these appeared on the foreclosure list in the previous decade. She
stated of the seven sold at the first auction — five were purchased by local residents.
(Information from the County Treasurers’ records, August 2015.)

Chairman Wender thanked her for the information.

Commissioners’ Personal Privilege.

Commissioner Stevens stated he will be going to his first MAC conference next week and
will report back to the Board.

He further stated he is going to contact the Chamber of Commerce and see how they feel
about the Dark Store issue and see if they will react to this.

Motion by Commissioner Kramer, to close the front stairway due to the leaning clock
tower and the odd noises when going up and down the stairs. Motion died for lack of
support.
