Presentation by Jeff Heino, DICSA
Jeff Heino from DICSA handed out his weatherization presentation.  (It will be on file in the County Clerk’s Office.)  He introduced Don Tramontine Director of the Weatherization Program. He stated the guidelines have been relaxed as to who can now receive these energy saving projects to 200% of the 2009 federal poverty levels. He stated they will average $6,500 per unit. The work done can be attic and wall insulation, window replacement, caulking, energy efficient light bulbs, furnace tuning, repair or in extreme cases, furnace replacement. He stated the Agency will receive between 2.5 and 3 million dollars. He stated they are expected to complete 399 to 476 units. He stated they may have to hire additional employees and equipment to meet these goals. He stated this is a great opportunity for this area.
