She further stated we were awarded the grant from the USDA World Development to assist in the HVA System

for the Correctional Center in the amount of $50,000.

Commissioner Degenaer Jr. stated he only voted for one member to be appointed to the Fumee Lake Commission  to send a message that if they are going to continue to do their own thing, they will not get supported in the future. 

Commissioner Martin asked if the Board would reconsider the request from TRICO for the $4,500. Commissioner Smith stated the matching funds were three to one. Chairman Wender asked it to be put on the next agenda. 

Commissioner Martin asked how much does it cost to take care of the inmates for medical, dental and pharmaceuticals for the inmates per month. Pascoe stated the contract with Jail Health Professionals runs $8,000 a month. Pascoe stated we are required to pay for emergency care and mental health.  

Commissioner Wender asked how many we have in jail and has it been consistent? Sheriff Celello stated it has been below 80 the last few months. 

Commissioner Stevens asked Sheriff Celello if he had seen the new jail study?  Celello stated he had not, but every County is supposed to get one.

Commissioner Martin asked if there was a record on how often Northpointe is here? Celello stated he should be able to get a record from Northpointe.
