COMMUNICATIONS AND LEGISLATION:
A. Citizens’ Time: (Limited to five minutes per person).

1. Chairman Wender opened the public hearing on an application for federal assistance from the USDA Rural Development for the replacement of the HVAC system at the County Correctional Center at 6:32 P.M. There was no participation and the meeting was closed at 6:33 P.M.

Chairman Wender opened the public hearing relative to the establishment of the County operating millage for 2009 of 6.1203 mills at 6:34 P.M. Kay Pascoe, controller, stated it is a little higher because of the Veteran’s millage that was added to the County millage. She stated we were told by the State that we had to add the Veterans’ Millage to the County millage and that was 1/10th of a mill. There was no participation and Chairman Wender closed the hearing at 6:36.P.M.

A. Citizens Time: Limited to 5 minutes per person.

Chairman Wender opened the floor to Citizens’ Time. Bob Baker, President of the Lake Antoine Association,  addressed the Board. He stated they have been treating milfoil for four years and they appreciate the support from the Board. He stated they introduced the weevils to Lake Antoine last year. He stated they treated 20 acres last week. He stated they are short on money and if there is any more money available from the County, they could use it.  He stated they had hoped they could eradicate the weed but controlling it is  all they can do at this point. He thanked the Board.  Gerald McCole, Channing,  addressed the Board and handed out a letter he prepared. (This letter is not on file in the County Clerk’s Office because it was not received.) McCole stated 

the seniors are losing their congregate and home delivered meals. He stated the loss of these meals increase drastically month to month. He stated this should not be happening. He stated this information is available at the DISCA Offices. He stated all Senior Centers need your help now. He stated for years the Dickinson County Board of Commissioners has been collecting millages for the Senior Centers and that this millage is handed over to the Dickinson -Iron Community Service Agency to provide congregate meals and home delivered meals at the Senior Centers. He stated over the years there has not been any accounting to the public for these millions of dollars they have received. He stated we are foolishly throwing more dollars at DISCA for fiscal year 2010.  He stated he would like an investigation by those addressed so we can get these deteriorating programs at the senior centers back to where the Seniors had them.  There was no other participation.
